Question: Is Satan able to influence while we 

pray? Can he cause us to think evil of the 

people we are praying for? 

Answer: There have certainly been times when Iôve been praying and 

Iôve felt that temptation to be distracted by something else and to quit 

focusing on my conversation with God. I have even had thoughts enter 

my mind like, ñYou donôt really like this person anyways, why would 

you pray for them?ò or ñThat person doesnôt deserve your prayers it 

wonôt even help.ò Is it possible that these thoughts are due to Satanôs 

influence during prayer? Letôs see what the Bible has to say. 

 In what way does Satan influence us to begin with? For the  

Christian, Satan doesnôt physically indwell us and cause us to sin. We 

can never legitimately claim ñthe devil made me do itò. There is simply 

no example of this ever happening in scripture to a believer. When Jesus 

was accused of having a demon, his defense was that he honors his  

Father, making the argument ï if you honor the Father, you cannot have 

a demon (John 8:48-49). But the devil still has the ability to influence us. 

While he doesnôt audibly whisper into our ears, he does communicate 

with our minds spiritually. For instance, Ananias was a part of the early 

church, yet the devil ñfilled his heart to lieò (Acts. 5:3). Paul warns us 

that Satan will often tempt us to sin when the circumstance permits (1 

Cor. 7:5).  He is always looking for our weaknesses and trying to send 

specific temptations to our mind that would be the most difficult to  

overcome. Later, Paul describes Satan as trying to ñoutwitò us  

(2 Cor. 2:11). 

 So can Satan tempt us and try to insert wrong thoughts during 

prayer? I donôt see a biblical reason to say he cannot. The Bible teaches 

us to resist Satanôs assaults. Specifically, we are to draw closer to God as 

a means of making ourselves safer from his efforts (James 4:7-8). Ephe-

sians describe the ñArmor of Godò as a way to protect ourselves from 

him (Eph. 6:10-20). One often-overlooked aspect of this armor is prayer. 

Paul tells us to ñpray at all times in the Spiritò to guard against the devil 

(Eph. 6:18). Prayer wonôt prevent him from attacking us, but it will  

prevent him from having victory over us when it is coupled with the 

other elements of the armor such as salvation, righteousness, faith, etc. 

Continue praying and continue battling Satanôs efforts. Donôt be  

discouraged because the Bible promises that Christ will win this battle 

for us in the end.

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Acts 2:22-39 - ñFellow Israelites, listen to 

this: Jesus of Nazareth was a man accredited 

by God to you by miracles, wonders and signs, 

which God did among you through him, as you 

yourselves know. This man was handed over to you by Godôs  

deliberate plan and foreknowledge; and you, with the help of wicked 

men, put him to death by nailing him to the cross. But God raised him 

from the dead, freeing him from the agony of death, because it was 

impossible for death to keep its hold on him. David said about him: óI 

saw the Lord always before me. Because he is at my right hand, I will 

not be shaken. Therefore my heart is glad and my tongue rejoices; my 

body also will rest in hope, because you will not  

abandon me to the realm of the dead, you will not let your holy one 

see decay. You have made known to me the paths of life; you will fill 

me with joy in your presence.ô ñFellow Israelites, I can tell you  

confidently that the patriarch David died and was buried, and his 

tomb is here to this day. But he was a prophet and knew that God had 

promised him on oath that he would place one of his descendants on 

his throne. Seeing what was to come, he spoke of the resurrection of 

the Messiah, that he was not abandoned to the realm of the dead, nor 

did his body see decay. God has raised this Jesus to life, and we are 

all witnesses of it. Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received 

from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what 

you now see and hear. For David did not ascend to heaven, and yet 

he said, óThe Lord said to my Lord: ñSit at my right hand until I make 

your enemies a footstool for your feet.òô  ñTherefore let all Israel be 

assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both 

Lord and Messiah.ò When the people heard this, they were cut to the 

heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, ñBrothers, what shall 

we do?ò Peter replied, ñRepent and be baptized, every one of you, in 

the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you 

will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is for you and 

your children and for all who are far offðfor all whom the Lord our 

God will call.ò 

The 6 main elements in the apostolic declaration of the Gospel 

The appointed time, concerning which the Old Testament  

prophets had spoken, and to which Godôs chosen people 

had looked forward, has come. Through Christ, God has 

visited and redeemed His people. (Acts 2:16-21)

life of Jesus Christ, the Messiah, sent by God, rejected, put 

to death by men, and raised up by God on the third day. 

(Acts 2:32,36) 

By His death and resurrection, Jesus Christ has conquered sin 

and has opened the kingdom of heaven to all believers. 

Salvation is to be found in no one else. (Acts 4:12) 

The proof of Godôs present power in the world are to be found 

in the fact of the resurrection of Christ and the evidence of 

the Holy Spiritôs working in the church. (Acts 4:33 Romans 

1:4, Ephesians 1:19-20) 

This is but the beginnings of Godôs kingdom. Our Lord Jesus 

Christ will return again as Judge, and Godôs kingdom will 

be finally established (Acts 3:20-21, 17:30-31, 2 Thessalo-

nians 1:7-10 

All men and women, therefore, should repent and be baptized in 

the name of Jesus Christ the Messiah and Lord for the for-

giveness of their sins, and they will receive the gift of the 

Holy Spirit.
